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Contribution of Sportspersons from Chamba District: Achievements, Challenges,
and Future Prospects for Sports Development

Chamba, one of the remotest districts of Himachal Pradesh, is widely celebrated for its breath-taking
landscapes, ancient temples, and vibrant fairs such as; the Minjar Mela. While the region is often
remembered for its cultural richness, it also carries a less-discussed but significant sporting legacy.
Despite the district's challenging terrain, limited infrastructure, and socio-economic constraints,
athletes from Chamba have consistently demonstrated their potential at the state, national, and even
international level.

From the age-old wrestling competitions held during traditional fairs to contemporary icons such as
Seema, who has earned medals on global platforms, the sporting spirit of Chamba reflects a unique
blend of tradition, perseverance, and raw talent. This discussion explores the achievements of local
athletes, the struggles they face, and the opportunities available to transform Chamba into a promising
hub for sports in Himachal Pradesh.




Historical Foundations of Sporting Culture of Chamba

Fairs and Festivals as Arenas of Sport

Traditional fairs like the Minjar and Sui Mela have historically been more than religious gatherings.
They served as open arenas where young men and women displayed their strength through
wrestling (Chinjh), tug-of-war, log liting, and archery, laying an early foundation for competitive
sports.

Influence of Tribal Communities (Gaddis & Guijjars)

The pastoral lifestyle of the Gaddi and Gujjar communities in Bharmour and Pangi contributed to
endurance-based activities. Long-distance running, mountain trekking, and horse-riding skills
naturally transitioned into structured sports for later generations.

Martial Arts and Folk Games

Traditional martial games like Thoda (archery mixed with dance) and Bhoond (stone-throwing
contests) reflect Chamba'’s martial traditions. These practices promoted stamina and combat
readiness, which resonate in the district’s continuing interest in wrestling, athletics, and other
endurance sports.

Thus, the sporting culture of Chamba owes its vitality less to modern facilities and more to folk
traditions, community events, and resilience passed down through generations.

Prominent Sportspersons and Their Contributions

Seema (Long-Distance Running)

« Achievements: Hailing from a remote village, Seema began running barefoot on rocky terrain.
Discovered through school competitions, she rapidly advanced through state and national trials.
o Silver at the Asian Qualifiers in Bangkok (2018) and representation at the Youth
Olympics, Buenos Aires.
o Gold at the 2024 Asian Cross-Country Championships in Hong Kong.
o Silver in the 5000m at the 2025 World University Games in Germany.
Challenges: Lack of professional training tracks, limited coaching, and insufficient financial
support.
Contribution: Seema has become a role model for young women in Himachal, showing that
international recognition can emerge from even the remotest regions.




Manjeet (Cross-Country Skiing & Winter Sports)

Achievements: Growing up in Pangi’s snowbound valleys, Manjeet honed his skills informally
before receiving formal training through the Indian Army. Represented India at the 2025 Asian
Winter Games in Harbin, China.

Challenges: Absence of skiing tracks or facilities in Chamba; training required relocation.
Contribution: A pioneer in winter sports, his journey highlights the untapped potential of
Chamba’s snowy valleys as a hub for ice and skiing sports.

Amit Thakur (Wheelchair Cricket)

« Achievements: From Makdoga, Amit transformed personal adversity into strength by excelling
in adaptive cricket. Selected for India-B in the National Triangular Wheelchair Cricket Series
(2025, Chennai).

Challenges: Scarcity of adaptive sports equipment and limited awareness about para-sports
in rural Himachal.

Contribution: A symbol of inclusivity, Amit's achievements challenge stereotypes around
disability and inspire broader acceptance of adaptive sports.

Women Wrestlers from Chamba

Achievements: Traditionally a male-dominated sport, wrestling saw breakthroughs when
women wrestlers from Chamba secured gold medals at the Himachal State Championships in
2023, later competing at national level.

Challenges: Gender bias, inadequate infrastructure, and lack of female trainers.
Contribution: Their entry into wrestling akharas signals a shift in gender norms and greater
acceptance of women in physically demanding sports.

Champa Thakur (Kabaddi)

« Achievements: Born in Bagheigarh (2004), Champa’s journey began at school level before
joining SAI Dharamshala. She represented the Himalayan Tahrs in the JSG Women’s Yuva
Kabaddi Series.

« Challenges: Limited rural facilities and low exposure.

« Contribution: Champa’s rise offers a roadmap for aspiring kabaddi players from remote
regions, linking school sports to professional leagues.




Wrestling at Minjar Fair (Community Legacy) Achievements:

For decades, Minjar Mela has hosted wrestling matches attracting wrestlers from Himachal,
Punjab, and Haryana. Players like Kamaljeet (2011 winner) first gained recognition here.

. Challenges: Lack of institutional support to take local champions to higher levels.
« Contribution: Minjar continues to provide a vibrant grassroots platform for wrestling, keeping
the sport embedded in Chamba'’s cultural identity.

Coaches and Administrators (Unsung Heroes)

Achievements: Local mentors such as Bhuvnesh Singh Katoch have nurtured young athletes
despite limited resources.

Challenges: Insufficient funding for exposure tours, training camps, or facilities.
Contribution: Their quiet efforts sustain Chamba’s sports culture and ensure continuity of
talent development.

Wider Impact of Sports in Chamba

. Cultural Transformation: The participation of women in wrestling and kabaddi is reshaping
traditional gender roles.

. Enhanced Visibility: International recognition for athletes like Seema and Amit has placed
Chamba on India’s sporting map.

. Diversification: The district now excels in multiple sports — athletics, kabaddi, wrestling, and
even winter games.

. Community Engagement: Local fairs and chaugan grounds continue to serve as vital
community spaces for nurturing young talent.

Key Challenges in Sports Development in Chamba

Geographic remoteness and poor connectivity.

Inadequate sports infrastructure (stadiums, gyms, ski tracks).
Persistent gender barriers in rural society.

Financial struggles limiting access to equipment and travel.
Policy neglect, especially in tribal areas like Bharmour and Pangi.

Policy Suggestions and Way Forward

1. Grassroots Infrastructure: Develop block-level mini-stadiums in Churah, Salooni, Bharmour,
and Pangi.
. Coaching Programs: Recruit trained professionals for athletics, wrestling, kabaddi, and winter

sports.
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. Women’s Sports Initiatives: Establish exclusive training camps and provide incentives to
families supporting girls in sports.

. Support for Adaptive Sports: Ensure grants, scholarships, and access to affordable adaptive
equipment.

. Winter Sports Promotion: Transform Bharmour and Pangi into hubs for skiing and ice-based
sports.

. Festival Integration: Upgrade Minjar tournaments into recognized state-level sporting
championships.

. Talent Identification: Initiate a district-level sports census to map hidden talent across schools
and villages.

The stories of Seema, Manjeet, Amit Thakur, Champa Thakur, women wrestlers, and numerous
unsung athletes embody the determination and spirit of the Himalayan people. Their achievements,
earned despite limited facilities and institutional support, reveal both the challenges and immense
potential of sports in Chamba. With targeted infrastructure, professional coaching, and inclusive
policies, Chamba could emerge as a significant sporting center for athletics, kabaddi, wrestling, and
winter sports in Himachal Pradesh and beyond. Above all, the district’s athletes remind us that talent
is not confined by geography — it flourishes wherever opportunity is provided.
